THE QUESTION OF PERMANENT NEUTRALITY OF TURKMENISTAN IN THE LIGHT
OF INTERNATIONAL PUBLIC LAW

The permanent neutrality of a state is an institution of public international law that embraces both
treaty and customary norms. In the modern history it is related mainly to the case of Switzerland that
was recognized as a permanent neutral in 1815. With the adoption of the UN Charter and the
abolishment of the use of force some scholars argued that the permanent neutrality is obsolete. Despite
that, only after the end of the ‘cold war’ growing interest to the permanent neutrality was expressed by
various nations. This paper sheds a light on a less known case of Turkmenistan, a country that declared
itself as permanent neutral in 1990s. Actually the country fulfils are requirements for being recognized
as a neutral. Since it was not directly recognized by any state, and only two UN General Assembly
resolutions called its members to do so, its status as a permanent neutral country is disputable. Overall,
the paper concludes that one can assert that this country is not permanent neutral, nevertheless it may
open a new possibility of obtaining this status through recognition by the international organization.

Neutralitatea permanenta a unui stat este o institutie a dreptului international guvernata de tratat si
dreptul cutumiar. In istoria moderna aceastd institutie este asociati in principal cu Elvetia, care a
dobandit statut neutru permanent in 1815. Odata cu adoptarea Statutului ONU si interzicerea utilizarii
fortei in relatiile internationale, a aparut teza "batranetii" acestei institutii. In ciuda acestui fapt, de la
sfarsitul Razboiului Rece, diferite tari au inceput sa-si manifeste interesul fatd de aceasta institutie.

1 Introduction

The question of permanent neutrality of a state only rarely attracts the interest of jurists and
political scientistst. The reasons for this state of affairs undoubtedly include the belief of some
scholars in the “obsolescence” of permanent neutrality? and the small number of states
currently having this status (Switzerland, Austria and Cambodia). It should be noted in this
respect that permanent neutrality of a state as an institution of international law is not the same
as a policy of neutrality or a policy of non-alignment. Permanent state neutrality is an
institution of law, i.e. a set of norms defining rights and obligations, which has been present in
international relations for many centuries; however, it acquired its contemporary meaning on
the basis of the case of Switzerland, permanently neutral since the 1815 Congress of Vienna,

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and on the basis of customary law. On the other hand a policy of neutrality and a policy of non-
alignment are not regulated by international law and are merely a political declaration
concerning the priorities in a country’s international activity. The group of states pursuing a
policy of neutrality without having the relevant status in international law is quite large (and
includes Sweden, Finland, Ireland, Malta, Moldova, Costa Rica and Mongolia). In view of the
above it seems important to verify the status of the Central Asian Republic of Turkmenistan as
a permanently neutral state as declared by its government. The first thesis formulated in the
article is that in the light of the legal nature of permanent neutrality, regulated mainly by the
norms of customary international law, Turkmenistan does not have this status. The second
thesis is that since the international law can “harden”, Turkmenistan may acquire such a status,
which would lead to the emergence of a new customary norm concerning permanent neutrality
of a state.

2 The content of permanent neutrality of a state

From the beginning the purpose of state neutrality was to guarantee the security and non-
involvement of the neutral entity in question in armed conflicts. This applied either to a specific
conflict — in which case wartime neutrality was declared — or any other conflict that would
happen in the future — in which case permanent (perpetual) neutrality was proclaimed.

The modern content of permanent state neutrality as an institution of public international
law developed on the basis of the international agreement of 1815 concerning the recognition
of permanent neutrality of Switzerland by all European powers at that time and on the basis of
Switzerland’s subsequent practice, i.e. customary norms of international law. The custom
emerged from the Swiss government’s consistent and uniform actions in its foreign policy,
which was in line with the will of the so-called Concert of Powers of nineteenth-century
Europe, and from a lack of any protest by third countries. As Switzerland was for a long time
the only state with such a status (the cases of Belgium and Luxembourg, permanently neutral
since 1831, are far less relevant), its practice in this respect is the basis for the claim that there
exists a universal customary law of permanent state neutrality®. It can, therefore, be concluded
that customary norms regulating permanent state neutrality — norms that emerged as a result of
Switzerland’s practice — constitute the core of this neutrality. The basic components of
permanent neutrality of a state as an institution of international law include the following
obligations:

a) to refrain from getting involved in armed conflicts and from any action likely to lead to
such conflicts;

b) not to participate in military alliances, not to make the country’s territory available for
foreign military bases to be located within it;

c) to pursue a policy of neutrality, i.e. balanced political and economic relations with other,
primary and secondary subjects of international law.

Other obligations associated with permanent neutrality, regulated in each case by treaties,
should be regarded as going beyond the core of permanent neutrality and as having the value of
lex specialis. Their contemporary scope can be found in acts of international law establishing
permanent neutrality of Austria and Cambodia?. It may include banning the possession of a
certain type of weapons, reporting on the human rights situation and building the institutions of
a democratic state. Today’s development of the practice of permanently neutral states suggests
that they may play an important role in peace-keeping and humanitarian activities, although

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such activities are not considered obligatory nowadays. The catalogue of obligations of
permanently neutral states seems open and was defined individually in each case, wherever
permanent neutrality was introduced. What is beyond doubt, however, is that it must not clash
with the norms making up the core of permanent state neutrality.

Adopting the status of permanent neutrality may also lead to the entity concerned acquiring
specific rights, as the recognition of permanent neutrality of a state by other states may be
accompanied by guarantees of its observance, that is protection of this status and, more
broadly, of national sovereignty, protection provided by the entities according the recognition.
Yet the guarantees are not the sine qua non of permanent neutrality. In view of the universal
validity of the Charter of the United Nations (hereinafter: UN Charter)?, which outlaws the use
of armed force and threats to use it against other states, they somehow lose their original
dimension and meaning. Today it does not seem possible that guarantors of permanent
neutrality would resort to military coercion without the sanction of the UN Security Council.
Any breach of neutrality is always — irrespective of whether any guarantees are in place — an
act that makes the aggressor liable in line with the existing UN mechanisms.

3 Ways of acquiring permanent neutrality

Given the fact that there have been many cases in history of governments of various
countries — guided by the political needs of the day— proclaiming permanent neutrality, it is
necessary to define a legally effective way of acquiring the status of a permanently neutral
state. Declarations of governments based solely on unilateral acts can be regarded as only
statements of intent to pursue a policy of neutrality.

The acquisition of the status of a permanently neutral country implies the existence of
certain facts concerning, in particular, the country’s foreign and security policy, as well as
related legal consequences. For permanent neutrality to arise, the following elements are
necessary: a state pledging to pursue a policy of permanent neutrality, and a state or a group of
states — more broadly, the international community — for which this policy has specific political
and legal consequences.

The practice so far clearly shows that in order to speak of permanent neutrality of a state
this neutrality must be explicitly or implicitly recognised by other entities. Thus its nature is
constitutive. At present there is no evidence of the declaratory nature of permanent neutrality,
i.e. possibility of neutrality being effectively acquired through a unilateral act of a state. The
principles governing the recognition of permanent neutrality of a state are similar to the
principles of the recognition of a state under international law. In line with the ius cogens norm
of state sovereignty, states are not bound in any way in this respect. Consequently, there is no
obligation to recognise permanent neutrality and, as a result, such an act is voluntary. Implicit
recognition may give rise to doubts. It occurs per factaconcludentia, but in the case of the
recognition of permanent neutrality this option is really out of the question, because the
absence of aggression or interference in the internal affairs of a state cannot — given the
contents of Article 2 of the UN Charter — testify to an implicit recognition of permanent
neutrality. In view of the above, the acquisition of the status of a permanently neutral state is
possible:

a) through a multilateral act of recognition, i.e. agreement of states interested in the
existence of a state with such a status (the case of Switzerland and Cambodia);

b) through unilateral acts of recognition which follow a unilateral declaration of a state
interested in acquiring such a status (the case of Austria).

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It remains debatable whether a unilateral declaration of permanent neutrality not
recognised by any state denotes the acquisition of such a status. Examples of such a situation
include Turkmenistan (as well as Mongolia and Costa Rica) and this will be the focus of the
following part of the article.

In the case of a multilateral agreement on the recognition of permanent neutrality of a
given state, it is usuallyan element of peaceful conflict resolution, which should be considered
in the context of spheres of influence and interests of powers. There are three known
circumstances and variants of such an agreement.

The first is a treaty on the establishment of a new state which is obliged to maintain
permanent neutrality. In this case its existence is inextricably linked to and dependent on its
pursuit ?f a policy of permanent neutrality. Such a solution was applied in the case of Belgium
in 1831".

The second, more common mechanism of the recognition of permanent neutrality is an
international agreement or declaration in this matter concerning an already existing entity
which has unilaterally declared permanent neutrality. Such a declaration should first of all
become part of the domestic law of the country in question, that is become a binding legal
instrument — and not, for example, only a political declaration — and stem from the country’s
own will. This variant was applied in the case of Laos. In 1962 the Laotian government
proclaimed permanent neutrality. The content of this declaration was repeated in extenso in the
Geneva Declaration of 23 July 19622 signed by fourteen states, including Laos. Thus, a piece of
domestic legislation effectively became part of international law?.

The third possible variant of the recognition of permanent neutrality of a state is prior
recognition, through a international declaration or agreement, before the state concerned has
adopted a relevant act of national law. This is a solution applied in the case of Austria in 1955%.

There is no clear position among jurists regarding states that have unilaterally declared
permanent neutrality, but have not achieved international recognition of this fact. Thus, while
the constitutive nature of permanent neutrality does not raise any doubts, these do arise in the
context of the admissibility of the declaratory nature of recognition. An example of a state that
expressed its will to adopt the status of permanent neutrality but did not gain international
recognition was Iceland. The Danish—Icelandic Act of Union of 1 December 1918 confirmed
the rebirth of Iceland as an independent — though still in a personal union with Denmark — and
neutral state. With the exception of Denmark, which was a party to the document, no other
third country responded in any way to the proclamation of Iceland’s permanent neutrality. In
1949 Iceland joined NATO, which effectively put an end to its policy of neutrality. In 1984
Costa Rica proclaimed “permanent, active and unarmed neutrality”, which could be viewed as
another stage in the development of its foreign and security policy after it had given up its
regular army in 1948. The Costa Rican declaration was notified to other states, but these — if
responded at all — left aside the matter of recognising this status, limiting themselves to
expressing their “sympathy” or “support”.

There is no doubt that international recognition is a prerequisite for acquiring the status of
a permanently neutral state. In order to maintain definitional clarity and to avoid overusing and
instrumentalising the category of permanent state neutrality, it seems reasonable that only those
states which have obtained recognition of this status from other entities (states or international
organisations) should be treated as permanently neutral states. States which have not had their

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permanent neutrality recognised by other states can be seen as, at best, pursuing a policy of
neutrality and cannot be regarded as permanently neutral under international law?.

4 The problem of legal regulation of Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality

The Republic of Turkmenistan emerged after the collapse of the Soviet Union. On 27
October 1991 the local parliament proclaimed the country’s independence. Shortly after that,
on 4 January 1992, it ratified the Agreement Establishing the Commonwealth of Independent
States, although it never ratified its statute and, therefore, the country did not become a member
of this integrating bodyde jure. The authorities of the republic also became party to the
Tashkent Treaty, which was signed on 15 May 1992 and which became the basis for the
establishment of the Collective Security Treaty Organisation, a political-military group of
countries closely cooperating in this sphere with Russia. On 2 March 1992 Turkmenistan
became a member of the United Nations, together with other former Soviet republics, including
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. In view of the unstable international situation at the country’s
borders — civil war in Tajikistan and very tense situation in Afghanistan — the Turkmen
government began to call for the country to be made permanently neutral, a move that would
also justify the course it was taking towards self-isolation and the construction of a political
system modelled on that of countries ruled by oriental despots. The call to be accorded the
status of a permanently neutral state was expressed in public by the President of Turkmenistan
Saparmurat Niyazov as early as in June 1992 at a summit of the Conference on Security and
Cooperation in Europe. Niyazov repeated it on 14 March 1995 during a meeting of the
presidents of member states of the Central Asian Organisation for Economic Cooperation in
Islamabad. In point 12 of the Islamabad Declaration concluding the meeting Saparmurat
Niyazov’s declaration was welcomed and the participants expressed their readiness to give
maximum support to the initiative. In addition, it was said that the capital city of Turkmenistan,
Ashgabat, should be used as a place for international meetings and conferences?.

In turn, the 11th Conference of Heads of State or Government of the Non-Aligned
Movement, which took place on 18-20 October 1995 in Colombia and during which
Turkmenistan was admitted as a member, adopted the Call from Colombia, Annex No. 3 of
which contained a point (176) concerning Turkmenistan®. In it, the country was welcomed
among the movement members, and support and full understanding were expressed in relation
to Turkmenistan’s commitment to play a constructive, peaceful role in providing stability and
mutual understanding on the basis of the principles of positive neutrality. In addition, hope was
expressed that Turkmenistan’s initiatives would be supported by all UN members and the
international community®.

As a result or the efforts of Turkmen diplomats, and with the support of about 25 states, the
question of Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality was discussed during the 50th session of the
General Assembly of the United Nations (UNGA). On 12 December 1995 the UNGA adopted
—by consensus, that is, without a vote — Resolution no. 50/80, “Permanent neutrality of
Turkmenistan™. The resolution comprises an extensive preamble and two very short articles.In
the preamble the UNGA welcomes the legislative confirmation by Turkmenistan of its status of
permanent neutrality, as well as Turkmenistan’s desire to play an active and positive role in

developing peaceful relations with countries in the region, and expresses the hope that this
status will contribute to the consolidation of peace and security. In addition, the UNGA
recognises that the adoption by Turkmenistan of permanent neutrality does not affect the
fulfilment of its obligations under the UN Charter and will contribute to the achievement of UN
goals. In Article 1 the UNGA recognises and supports the status of permanent neutrality
declared by Turkmenistan, and in Article 2 it calls upon its members to respect and support this
status, and to respect Turkmenistan’s independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity.

Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality was regulated in its domestic legislation by a
constitutional act of the local parliament adopted on 27 December 19952, It defined a number
of issues, which, according to the Turkmen legislator, were associated with permanent
neutrality. Permanent neutrality is declared as the basis of the country’s internal and foreign
policy aimed at strengthening stability and social harmony, developing friendly and mutually
beneficial relations with the countries of the region and the world (Article 1). The adoption of
the status of a permanently neutral state does not interfere with the fulfilment of
Turkmenistan’s commitments imposed by the UN Charter. According to the law in question,
Turkmenistan will use all means to contribute to the achievements of the UN goals and
acknowledges the priority of the UN legislative acts (Article 2). In addition, Turkmenistan will
pursue a peaceful foreign policy, and will shape its relations with other states on the basis of the
principles of equality, mutual respect and non-interference in their internal affairs (Article 3).
Turkmenistan will not participate in military blocs or alliances providing for collective
responsibility of their members (Article 4). It pledges not to start wars or armed conflicts, not to
take part in them (except in the exercise of its right of self-defence), and not to take political,
diplomatic or other steps that could lead to a war or an armed conflict. In the event of
aggression against Turkmenistan, the country reserves the right to seek assistance from other
states or the UN (Article 5). Turkmenistan has also pledged not to possess, produce or
proliferate nuclear, chemical, bacteriological and other weapons of mass destruction, and not to
locate foreign military bases on its territory (Article 6). In addition, the Turkmen authorities are
obliged to develop economic cooperation on the basis of equality and mutual benefit, treating it
as an important instrument for increasing trust between states and regions as well as
maintaining peace and stability (Article 7). Turkmenistan also provides access to its financial
and economic system, cooperates with all states as well as international economic and financial
organisations, and works with the international community to solve economic problems. It
considers it unacceptable for one country to use economic pressure on another country as a tool
to achieve political objectives, and does not take part in economic blockades (Article 8)3.

The constitution of Turkmenistan has also been amended — its Article 4 now states that
Turkmenistan has the status of a permanently neutral country, confirmed by the UNGA
resolution, which is the basis of its internal and foreign policy*.

What emerges from both documents is a very broad understanding of permanent neutrality,
going beyond the issues of national and international security. The matter becomes clearer as
we analyse official speeches by government members, and the Turkmen doctrine. This
institution is — and was, especially during S. Niyazov’s rule — used as an element of
maintaining the status quo in internal politics, as well as a tool of state propaganda. Permanent
neutrality of Turkmenistan is among measures employed to mobilise society: the day on which
the UN resolution on the matter was adopted is a public holiday®.

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In June 2015 the question of Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality was again discussed by
the UNGA. The draft resolution A/69/L.70! was initiated by Turkmenistan as well as 33 other
states including Austria, China, France, Iran, Japan, Poland, Uzbekistan and Italy. When
presenting the draft, Turkmenistan’s Permanent Representative to the UN, AksoltanAtayeva
stressed the importance of permanent neutrality as an unchanging legal basis for the country's
foreign policy over the previous 20 years and the compatibility of its goals with those of the
UN Charter?. On 3 December 2015 the UN GA adopted, again by consensus, without a vote,
Resolution no. 69/285, “Permanent neutrality of Turkmenistan™®, on the basis of the draft. The
document noted Turkmenistan’s positive role in the ongoing peace processes in Tajikistan and
Afghanistan as well as other international security initiatives, expressed support for
Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality, reiterated its call on UN members to respect and support
this status, and noted with satisfaction the declaration of Turkmenistan’s authoritiecs making
2015 the year of neutrality and peace. In 2016 Turkmenistan’s constitution was amended with
its Article 2 being thoroughly revised. It now proclaims that the country is permanently neutral
and that this status is the basis of its internal and foreign policy; it cites two UN resolutions on
the matter®.

Under these resolutions UN members are called — but not obliged — to respect and support
Turkmenistan’s neutrality. No state in the world has explicitly recognised Turkmenistan’s
status as a permanently neutral country. Although by adopting the resolution, the member states
expressed their support for Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality, from the legal point of view
any obligations arise only through recognition. Similarly, the constitutional norm whereby the
President of Turkmenistan is a guarantor of the country’s permanent neutrality (Article 50)
seems not to convey the essence of the guarantee. It is not a state body but another subject of
international law that can act as a guarantor of permanent neutrality.

At this point it seems relevant to refer to positions present in the Turkmen doctrine. It
accepts and supports the position of Turkmenistan’s authorities, stressing the unique status of
the state as permanently neutral (of significance in this case is undoubtedly the country’s
extreme ideologisation of scholarship and absolute lack of pluralism). Above all, Turkmen
jurists point out that the very fact of launching efforts to obtain the status of a permanently
neutral country and obtaining this status is fundamental to its security, but is also a value in
itself, a value shaping Turkmenistan’s identity today®. They note the unique circumstances of
the acquisition of this status by Turkmenistan, namely through international organisations: the
United Nations, Non-Aligned Movement and Organisation for Economic Cooperation. They
also stress its “positive” nature, understood as ‘“constructive, assuming an active role of the
state in matters of maintaining peace, stability and development of friendship and cooperation
between countries”®. They even argue, in a rather unusual manner, that there exist guarantees of
the respect for Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality (without, of course, specifying the scope of
the obligations within these guarantees): “this guarantee is contained in the fulfilment by all
UN members of their obligations towards Turkmenistan, in the unity of their actions to
preserve and strengthen this status™’. This can hardly be accepted, as no legal instrument
specifies what obligations the other members of the UN have towards Turkmenistan,
obligations that would go beyond the norms of the UN Charter and derive directly from the
status of a permanently neutral state. Moreover, the UNGA resolutions of 1995 and 2005 did
not specify any actions that would have to be taken to support the permanent neutrality of this

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Central Asian country. Some Turkmen jurists claim that the country cannot give up the status
of permanent neutrality without the consent of all UN members, because the status “stems from
an agreement, as it were, between Turkmenistan and the UN™, It is hard to accept such a view
— no actual agreement regulating the issue was concluded between these entities, and the call,
included in the UN resolutions, to respect Turkmenistan’s sovereignty, territorial integrity and
permanent neutrality is not legally binding. Therefore, at the moment we cannot speak of any
concrete obligations of the UN towards Turkmenistan. The country’s authorities have
expressed the view that “the legal confirmation of Turkmenistan’s policy of neutrality in the
form of UNGA resolutions and the adoption of a corresponding piece of domestic legislation
provide a comprehensive guarantee of neutrality. The guarantee provided by the international
community is that all UN members respect their commitments to Turkmenistan”2. This cannot
be accepted either, because any guarantees of permanent neutrality would make it obligatory
for other entities to take specific actions when permanent neutrality has been breached.
Criticism of such a position of the Turkmen authorities has been expressed by a Kazakh
scholar®, which has not influenced official declarations of the country’s government, however.

5 The question of permanent neutrality of Turkmenistan in the light of the
“hardening” of international public law

Notwithstanding the reservations indicated in the article and concerning the legal effect of
the Turkmen government’s declaration of permanent neutrality, the recognition of this fact in
the form of UNGA resolutions constitutes an important event relating to the permanent
neutrality of a state as a legal institution in itself, especially in the case in question. As has been
noted earlier, some scholars point out that thanks to the UN resolutions it is possible to speak in
Turkmenistan’s case of a qualitatively new formula of neutrality guaranteed by the
international community, that is members of the United Nations. The claim is not entirely
groundless, if we take into account the concept of the “hardening” of international law and
view the practice relating to Turkmenistan’s permanent neutrality from such a perspective. The
country may eventually acquire the status of permanent neutrality as a result of the “hardening”
of international law. The concept should be understood as a transformation of soft law norms,
of non-binding acts — which include resolutions of international organisations and thus also
resolutions of the UNGA — into binding norms of a dispositive nature (hard law).

The “hardening” of international law can take two forms. First of all, non-binding acts of
international law may be transformed into binding instruments. Secondly, the “hardening” can
concern specific norms included in non-binding acts but not these acts as in their entirety and
under their original name®.

With regard to the case of the UNGA Resolutions 50/80 and 69/285 on the permanent
neutrality of Turkmenistan, it is important to underline the manner of their adoption. Both
resolutions were initiated by a broad circle of entities, including permanent members of the
Security Council — France and China. They were adopted the UNGA without a vote, by
consensus. Although such a mode was not explicitly defined in the Rules of Procedure of the
UNGA, that is in document A/520, it is understood as “the absence of objection rather than a
particular majority”®. This means that no UN member objected to the contents of the

resolutions. Thus, no persistent objector emerged, if we were to assume that the contents of the
two UNGA resolutions were the basis for the formation of a customary norm, and thus
“hardening” of soft law, regarding Turkmenistan’s acquisition of permanent neutrality.

The long-standing and consistent practice of Turkmenistan’s government, as well as the
attitude of other entities towards it, may be an argument in favour of the thesis that there has
emerged a customary norm concerning the permanent neutrality of this state. This would be a
new case of the acquisition of such a status without a treaty. However, it can be difficult to
prove the existence of such a customary norm. The difficulties stem, first of all, from the
overlapping scope of states” commitments under the UN Charter as well as those relating to
permanent neutrality. Their observance — in particular observance of the ius cogens norms
concerning respect for state sovereignty, territorial integrity and non-interference in internal
affairs — does not necessarily imply that third countries implicitly recognise Turkmenistan’s
permanent neutrality. In this case it is impossible to conclude that their respect stems from
implicit recognition of the permanent neutrality of Turkmenistan or only from the observance
of the norms of the UN Charter.

Undoubtedly, the Turkmen authorities can take a number of political steps that will
contribute to the formation of the norm of customary law in question. These would be steps
which are taken by the governments of Switzerland and Austria as permanently neutral states,
steps including commitment to peaceful resolution of armed conflicts, provision of mediation,
hosting of peace conferences and provision of humanitarian aid. In some respects the Turkmen
government is already undertaking such activities, declaring its willingness to be a mediator in
regional conflicts and a responsible partner in international energy security?.

6 Conclusion

The significance of permanent neutrality of a state is marginal in contemporary
international public law. This is determined primarily by the universal application of the UN
Charter. In addition, so far only three countries have acquired this status beyond doubt:
Switzerland, Austria and Cambodia. The case of Turkmenistan does not fit in with the existing
mode of acquiring this status. This does not prevent the government of Turkmenistan from
claiming that the country has this status and from pursuing a policy that should be defined as
one of neutrality. The current practice regarding Turkmenistan’s international policy and its
confirmation in the form of resolutions of international organisations, including two UNGA
resolutions, suggest that the country may acquire a permanently neutral status as a result of the
“hardening” of soft international law. In this case the process would imply the formation of a
customary norm determining Turkmenistan’s effective acquisition of the status of a
permanently neutral state. At present, however, we can only speak of Turkmenistan’s
permanent neutrality in statu nascendi, which nevertheless has a good chance for consolidation
and emergence of a relevant norm of customary international law.

Introduction

The UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development stresses the fundamental role science
should play in implementing the 17 Sustainable Development Goals endorsed by the global
community. We have seen the world race for development aid, but the Millennium Agenda has
not produced the desired results in terms of eradicating poverty and achieving equality. It has
made great progress and lifted many people out of poverty, but the complete elimination of
extreme poverty haven’t been achieved. It lacked a link between development goals for peace
and security and fair governance. But how can and should researchers respond to this societal
demand on science? We argue that answering this question requires systematic engagement
with the fundamental normative dimensions of the 2030 Agenda and those of the scientifc
community-and with the implications these dimensions have for research and practice. The
importance of the agenda stems from the broader context of tackling world poverty. The new
development agenda aims to eliminate poverty on the principle of not leaving anyone behind,
as well as to correct the unhappy state of the environment in the context of climate change. The
aim of the work is to define approaches to the implementation of Agenda 2030 and its
sustainable goals in Slovakia and to point out possible solutions for implementation. Scientific
research can help to identify precisely what the sustainability challenges are in different
contexts, what are the root causes of those challenges and how they relate to other challenges.
Even if this agenda shows shortcomings and difficulties in both implementation and
interpretation (targets and indicators relating to public policies are mixed with those from
scientific knowledge, which raises questions for actors over their methods during the appropriation
phase) and some gaps it is nevertheless a crucial objective for the future of our planet.

1. Contents and Principles of Agenda 2030

Agenda 2030 is a historical agenda. It is a UN development program for a period of years
until 2030, which follows the development agenda of MDGs!. The Sustainable Development
Goals are the result of a three-year process of negotiations and preparatory negotiations
launched at the 2012 UN Conference on Sustainable Development in Rio de Janeiro. All UN
member states, representatives of civil society, business, academia and citizens from all
continents participated in the formulation of the SDGs.

The main principles of the new 2030 Agenda are transformation, integration and
universality. The transformational power of Agenda 2030 are represented by 17 SDGs and 169
sub-objectives, which aim to set the political, economic and social transformation of individual
countries of the world in response to the threats facing humanity today. The integration element
of the agenda is achieve by linking all three dimensions of sustainable development: economic,
social and environmental. Agenda 2030 is based on a principle of universality. This means that
every country should contribute to achieving the larger vision of global sustainable
development. But - naturally - the challenges, priorities and options for action will vary
between countries, and for the different groups or institutions involved.

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The agenda also needs to be interpreted. The SDGs may be numerous, but they are also
notoriously vague. This allows in fact and requires countries to interpret them, work out where
to focus their energies and decide what targets to set. This applies beyond governments too, to
the different groups and institutions working to advance sustainable development. This
interpretation is largely a social and political process, but science has a key role to play, for
example to provide models exploring how different targets interact. Finally, science has a role
in tracking progress towards the goals. Some targets lend themselves to measurement with
indicators derived from the natural sciences, but most require contributions from social and
behavioural sciences too.

Schmidt spoke of political instability and uncertainties, technological advancement at an
unprecedented scale, and unsustainable use of the Earth’s resources. And it is not just Schmidt
who is talking about these challenges facing the world today.

We suggest that the production of knowledge relevant to sustainable development entails
analytic engagement with norms and values through four tasks. First, to unravel and critically
refect on the ethical values involved in sustainability, values should increasingly become an
empirical and theoretical object of sustainability research. Second, to ensure that research on
social-ecological systems is related to sustainability values, researchers should refect on and
spell out what sustainability values guide their research, taking into account possible
interdependencies, synergies, and trade-ofs. Third, to find common ground on what
sustainability means for specifc situations, scientists should engage in deliberative learning
processes with societal actors, with a view to jointly refecting on existing development visions
and creating new, contextualized ones. Fourth, this implies that researchers and scientifc
disciplines must clarify their own ethical and epistemic values, as this defnes accountability and
shapes identifcation of problems, research questions, and results. We believe that ignoring
these tasks, whether one is in favor or critical of the 2030 Agenda, will undermine the
credibility and relevance of scientifc contributions for sustainable development.

In 2015, world leaders from 193 member states of the United Nations agreed to 17 goals
for us all to strive towards for a better world by 2030. These goals have 262 corresponding
targets, and 169 indicators — each of them aimed at ending hunger, fighting inequality and
stopping climate change and collectively forming the United Nations 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development. The goals provide a framework for us all — in governments,
businesses, the civil society and general public, to work together to build, or at least preserve a
better planet and future life for everyone. These goals are unique in that they call on all
countries: rich, poor, big, small, to work towards them. They are also exceptional as they
recognise the importance of all industries and sectors in their success, and for us, this means
that science and scientists must play a key part if the goals are to be achieved.

Although the targets are not legally binding, expected is that Member States are going to
take steps to implement them. International development cooperation plays an important role in
eradicating poverty and has a positive impact on capacity building in developing countries in
order to create its own space in the implementation of SDGs. The international community
must be ready to help the most vulnerable countries. There are many ways to help developing
countries, but Agenda 2030 also calls for greater responsibility for their development and for
developing countries themselves.

"Business as Usual" this approach is no longer sufficient. It is not enough to calculate the
volume of development aid and to compete in the provision of development aid, but it is
necessary to use tools of all domestic resources of countries for development. Agenda 2030 is
for the poor as well as the rich, developed, less developed and developing countries.

We are witnessing constant unrest, natural disasters and various forms of war and terrorism
in the world. Sustainable development must also focus on the prevention and elimination of the
negative effects of the environment caused by human factors but also the influence of nature.
Humanity faces many threats.

In line with the objectives of the SDGs, developed countries will try to provide ODA at
0.7% of Gross national income. The 2030 Agenda also calls for building a strong new
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development partnership. It is a call for cooperation based on mutual responsibility, common
interest and real national ownership. The involvement of all actors will also play a key role in
mobilizing human resources, finances, as well as supporting the public in the implementation
of the agenda.

Agenda 2030 and its SDGs are unique, and so different from MDGs. The new
development agenda actually builds on the experience of the MDGs, but intends to go much
further and make the development agenda an inclusive agenda. The agenda calls on all
countries to act for implementation. Not only national governments are to be involved, but the
document also calls on all other players, including the private sector and NGO's to join in and
implement the SDGs.

The MDGs have saved the lives of millions of people in developing countries, but poverty
remains unresolved. The 2030 agenda is more ambitious and goes further. Agenda 2030 is an
action-oriented and its platform for development in the 21st century.

The fundamental difference between the new Agenda 2030 and the MDGs is also that
while the MDGs were primarily about development assistance from developed countries
(donors) to developing countries, meeting the objectives of the new sustainable development
agenda applies to all countries, including developed countries. In addition to eradicating
extreme poverty and hunger in the world and creating decent living conditions, in an effort to
"leave no side", the SDGs also seek to link economic development, social inclusion and
environmental sustainability with issues of democratic institutions, good governance, equality
and respect for human rights. The development aid plan supposed to have connection to
structural changes in the economic and social field and to the transformation of society.

The document "Transforming our World: The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”,
originally called the Transforming our World - the 2030 Sustainable Development Agenda
(Agenda 2030)%, is the most comprehensive set of priorities to achieve sustainable development
to date. The 17 goals of sustainable development has been proved by 193 UN member states at
the UN Summit to adopt a sustainable development agenda in September 2015. The material is
not legally accepted but countries perceive the agenda as a moral and ethical commitment.
Unlike the past represented by the MDGs, these goals focus on the whole world, not just
developing countries. In addition to this document, the UN also published the so-called summit
summary?.

The Open Working Group was create on the conclusions of the Rio + 20 conference in
January 2013. On the head of the Group was two co-chairs, permanent representatives of
Hungary and Kenya to the UN. The OWG had 30 members, as well as 2 members, taking into
account the geographical groupings at the UN (two members per geographical group with one
vote), who took turns in the negotiations. The output of the group was a list of SDGs and
targets®, which became the basis for further negotiations to set a new Agenda 2030. The OWG
presented not only member countries but also representatives of "relevant stakeholders", such
as civil society, private sector, associations, academy and others. The talks took place at the UN
in New York and were attended mainly by experts from the UN Second Committee (Economic,
Financial and Development Committee), but also by experts from individual member states.

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In 2013 was established the High-Level Political Forum on Sustainable Development
(HLPF) at the UN, with the aim of providing member countries with a platform to present the
implementation of SDGs. This forum was set in accordance with the final document of "The
Future We Want" conference in Rio de Janeiro in 2012,

In 2012, the Committee on Sustainable Development expired because of the establishment
of the HLPF. At the inception of the HLPF, a recommendation for the submission of National
Voluntary Presentations was established. National voluntary presentations replace reports on
the implementation of Agenda 21. In July 2016, the first national voluntary presentations of
countries took place during the fourth meeting of the HLPF. Countries voluntarily presented
national experiences related to the implementation of the 2030 Agenda.

The HLPF is not a UN body, but a platform that meets alternately under the auspices of the
ECOSOC (Economic and Social Committee) meeting and the UN General Assembly (UNGA).
On this platform is expected attendance of all UN member states. Meetings are always in July
in New York. The last HLPF meeting took place on 7-16. July 2020 under the auspices of
ECOSOC on "Accelerated action and transformative pathways: realizing the decade of action
and delivery for sustainable development”. At the HLPF 2020, participants discussed where our
position is the negotiations focused on how the international community can respond to the
pandemic in order to achieve the goals of sustainable development and to accelerate progress
over the decade of action and the implementation of sustainable development. PSN voluntary
national presentations.

The Slovak Republic made its national presentation for the last time during the HLPF in
New York in 2017, when the General Director of the Investment Management Section of the
Office of the Prime Minister of the SR addressed the general debate of the meeting. In her
speech, the Director General emphasized the readiness of the Slovak Republic to add a hand to
the work in the global implementation of the new development agenda. It also informed about
strategic documents approved by the Government of the Slovak Republic in order to involve all
ministries in the implementation of the Agenda 2030. She also invited all the countries that
have already managed to submit their voluntary national presentations to the HLPF, which
serve as a suitable source of information and experience for use in the ranks of Member States
preparing for the presentations.

2. Previous activities in the field of SDG’s implementation

The implementation of the 2030 Agenda is at the heart of the UN and other international
organizations. The current period is influence by the preparations of countries, international
community, UN and international organizations for the implementation of the 2030 Agenda.
The UN should be able to help countries to efficient implement new development goals. The
UN development system at all levels must be adapted to this. In doing so, account must be
taken of the limited resources and changing environment in which development aid is provided
by donors. The UN must adapt the structure of its office (secretariat and regional missions and
commissions) to the new development agenda. Special attention should be given to the least
developed countries, which are vulnerable and in need of assistance in setting the rules and
capacities to implement the new development agenda. These groups include Small Island
Development States (SIDS), Least Developed Countries (LDCs) and Land Locked Developing
Countries (LLDCs).

The UN must set up a "Fit for Purpose™ structure and strengthen the North-South
partnership (donors and recipients). The UN Secretary-General's report pays attention to linking
humanitarian and development aid, conflict resolution, peace-keeping and democratic
principles (only Russia has criticized the report as going beyond the development agenda and
going beyond the mandate when it comes to conflict and peace).

The shortcoming of the MDGs was that it did not address issues such as peace, security
and disarmament, nor did it address social inclusion, addressing the negative effects of climate
change, strengthening the UN, human rights, democratic principles and the rule of law. The
deficit of the Millennium Agenda was also evident in the area of attention to Africa, which is
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the poorest continent in the world. It also had shortcomings in supporting the primary
responsibility of developing countries themselves for development. The existence and delivery
of development aid have been factors that have reduced developing countries' interest in their
own development. They paid little attention to issues such as strengthening justice, fighting
corruption, involving entrepreneurs in development and maximizing efforts to mobilize
domestic resources for development.

Overall, the Millennium Development Goals were an appropriate means of eradicating
poverty, a guide and a commitment by the international community to address the global
challenges of developing countries. When evaluating the results of the MDGs, the approach
may be skeptical with criticism of the lack of identification of poverty eradication measures.
The goals and indicators of the Millennium Agenda have their value and significance in
formulating the new Post-2015 development agenda. Missing topics, such as good governance,
democratic principles, gender equality, economic growth, and the effectiveness of development
cooperation, have been reach by experience in the new 2030 Agenda.

The business community was criticize by member states at the UN for contributing to
environmental damage and the use of cheap labor in companies in developing countries and
insufficiently contributing to the development of countries. On the opposite, representatives of
corporations and companies, especially members of the UN Global Compact, express at the UN
that they are aware of the fact that without "business involvement" it is not possible to fulfill
some SDGs and feel a responsibility for development. For example, SDG8 aimed at promoting
sustainable and inclusive economic growth, full employment and decent work for all, as well as
SDG9 aimed at building resilient infrastructure to support sustainable industrialization and
consolidate innovation. Without the involvement of the business community and employers, it
will not be possible to meet these goals.

An integrated approach to the implementation of Agenda 2030 is the motto of the UN and
Is base for partnership. The multi sectoral partnership has been developing at the UN for a long
time. It means a partnership of different components of society. The UN is talking about a
global partnership mainly in connection with the implementation of the new 2030 Agenda, and
is referring to the greater interest of member countries in building partnerships with recipient
countries. New alliances, with the exception of the private sector, often close gaps in the
implementation of the development agenda. Partnerships are open and necessary in all sectors,
with the exception of energy, tackling climate change and building the right infrastructure. It is
not easy to achieve effective partnerships, mainly due to the existence of institutional and
cultural differences between organizations. No player can present himself and succeed. Lisa
Kingo of the UN Global Compact said, "The SDGs Honeymoon is Over, it is Time for Action,"
stressing the need for urgent action. The issue of poverty eradication is raise in a number of
documents.

SDGs may give the impression that developing countries will expect more and more
development aid, with a growing number of SDGs indicators. In fact, SDGs will be a very
expensive affair, requiring up to $ 3 trillion of public resources, representing 4% of the world's
gross domestic product. Developed countries have committed to providing 0.7% of their gross
domestic product for development aid by 2030, leading to the idea that finding resources to
meet the SDGs will be almost impossible.

3. Development cooperation

Development cooperation has a history. The delivery of development aid has undergone
developments that have been characterize by different approaches to aid. Development is
connect to the geopolitical situation of the world. Before the fall of the Wall, the west-east
conflict prevailed, after the fall of the wall, the north-south conflict dominated. The north is
signify by rich developed countries and the south by poor countries.

After the establishment of the Bretton Woods institutions (the World Bank Group and the
International Monetary Fund) and the implementation of the Marshall Plan in Western Europe,
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emphasis was given on industrialization and modernization as a form of development.
Development dominated by Rostov's modernization theories.

Development policy in global reality also faced other challenges in the 1990s. The issue of
sustainable development came to the fore. This topic was raise at the Conference on
Environment and Development in Rio de Janeiro in 1992. At this conference, Agenda 21 and,
in particular, the Declaration on Environment and Development were approve. This declaration
confirms influence of the environmental perspective into development policy, which is to
become sustainable. This was reflected in development aid, which places environmentally
responsible development as one of the crosscutting priorities, including the Slovak one.

Global changes in the geopolitical field in the late 1980s and early 1990s shifted the focus
of the development agenda to building peace, democracy, and respect for human rights,
equality and gender equality. The issue of building partnerships, involving all players and
developing effectiveness also comes to the fore. In addition to traditional sources of economic
growth, elements such as knowledge, innovation and creativity are also emphasized.

The term "development cooperation” is increasingly use instead of "development aid". The
issues of the partnership were mainly addressed at the Busan Conference, which approved the
document: "Busan Partnership for Effective Development Cooperation”. It is a consensus
document signed by governments, organizations with the broad support of NGOs in the Fourth
Forum on the Effectiveness of Development Cooperation in Busan (Korea). The conclusions of
the Busan document were use as recommendations for national governments.

M. Yunus' main strategy is to eradicate world poverty as a prerequisite for development.
According to Yunus, people were not born to live in poverty, but to develop their lives, to
which they are entitled. When founding the bank, Yunus developed ten indicators, which
Grameen Bank evaluates every year, in order to obtain information on whether the position of
their clients has improved. This model of development aid can also be applie to other
developing countries. It should focus as much as possible on "social entrepreneurship™” as a
means of helping to develop entrepreneurial activity in the poor.

M. Yunus is known as the author of "social business", which is realized in connection with
the provision of microcredit. He believes that the new Sustainable Agenda 2030 must be based
on the principle of "three zeros" - zero poverty, zero unemployment and zero carbon and zero
net carbon emissions) to achieve sustainable development. He also emphasized this principle
during his presentation at New South Walles University in Sydney in April 2017. The
university is one of the partners of the Yunus Center with the aim of helping developing
countries in the field of health with an emphasis on the Pacific countries.

Yunusa's experiment in microfinance and lending for business development has another
interest, which is to involve young people in business. Young people are a source of new ideas,
new technologies and are more committed to good governance and the law. Small business is,
in his view, more sustainable than selling a small number of expensive goods. It also draws
attention to the use of sustainable clean energy in developing countries and argues that
environmental conditions are, in many cases, better in developing than developed countries. It
points out that developing countries are partners in development.

To develop his development model, M. Yunus takes into account that the economies of the
world's countries are developing completely uncontrollably, the wealth of individuals is
increasing. Gambling with the environment is rising, unemployment is growing, crime is
developing, and ghettos of the poor are wide spreading. We need to look more at the world map
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and help small businesses and create social entrepreneurship. M. Yunus teaches students that
there is a business that makes money and a business that does well for others. He believes that a
social entrepreneurship education system should also be set up, focusing on social
entrepreneurship, which differs from traditional education but has the advantage of helping the
poor. The positive impact of Grameen Bank on tackling poverty is documented in a number of
studies, including studies by the World Bank, the International Food Research Institute and the
Bangladesh Development Studies Institute. This development model is also acceptable in the
conditions of the new Agenda 2030 and is a means of eradicating poverty as the number one
goal of sustainable development.

4. Agenda 2030 and European Union

The European Union and its Member States consider the adoption of the 2030 Agenda to
be a necessary step towards a sustainable future. The 2030 Agenda and the Paris Climate
Agreement are important milestones, have the potential to accelerate the economic and social
transformation of the world, and are a guide to saving the global community and the planet.

The development agenda is the "heart matter” of the European Union. The EU is gradually
expanding its partner countries in Africa, the Caribbean and the Pacific. EU development
cooperation is developing with more than 160 countries. The main goal of development
cooperation between the EU and its countries is the eradication of poverty.

Agenda 2030 and its SDGs create a new framework for the EU to help developing
countries eradicate poverty and achieve sustainable development. The EU considers the MDGs
to be a forerunner of the new global development agenda and draws on the experience and
lessons learned from their implementation. The New Development Agenda is a continuation of
efforts to eradicate poverty using a new framework of objectives and the means to implement
them.

The implementation of the 2030 Agenda will also require a review of the EU's current
development policy and its financial instruments, so that they are fully in line with the
intentions of the new agenda and the goals of sustainable development. The ambition of the
European Union, the largest donor in the field of development cooperation, is to maintain the
leadership of the process even in the phase of implementation of the new development agenda.

The European Consensus on Development provides a framework for common action in the
implementation of development policy to be applied by the EU institutions and the Member
States. This consensus confirms that the eradication of poverty as well as the observance of the
so-called "5 Ps" with emphasis on People, Planet, Prosperity, Peace and Partnership presented
in the final document to Agenda 2030. Integrated Development Programs of the Agenda 2030
Visions and Strategies are based on the principle of balance between resources and objectives
(we can only use as many resources as we have available). The first program deals with the
protection of natural, human and cultural resources, the second program regional economies
and the decarburization of the economy. The third program focuses on a person's quality of life,
regardless of their background, social or health situation. All policies and public services,
whether in health, education or transport, must therefore focus on the human being. The fourth
program introduces multilevel governance and long-term strategic management and planning.
Only by joint intervention of all components of public administration in a given territory is it
possible to achieve its development. This approach will certainly outline solutions to help the
least developed districts, which is a big topic of the Slovak government. Regarding the topic of
sub regions, it is also necessary to clarify that the document speaks of strategic planning
regions for the needs of this Vision and Strategy and does not aim to change the current
administrative and territorial division.

Conclusion
Slovakia has committed itself very openly and with great seriousness to the
implementation of the 2030 Agenda. It must incorporate the 2030 Agenda into the national
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development program and develop commitments to individual sectors and levels of
government. Slovakia is committed to the basic goal of eradicating poverty and promoting
prosperity in a changing world, as well as improving the environment. It is clear that the
countries surveyed put their priorities and implementation steps in the context of 5P.

We are aware that there is no time to spare and it is necessary to start very seriously with
action steps aimed at implementation. We understand that Agenda 2030 is not a legally binding
document, but the Slovak Republic feels a moral commitment to the fulfillment of global goals
and it is gradually necessary to incorporate the importance of Agenda 2030 into school
curricula, especially in secondary and higher education. Also at the next national presentation
of Slovakia in 2021, | recommend that representatives of non-governmental organizations and
the private sector should participate in the presentation. The national presentation should
include specific recommendations for individual ministries and state administration bodies
during implementation. We recommend relying on a policy of coherence in setting up
implementation and being inspired by the EU's conclusions in applying policy coherence to
development. European Commission has subscribed to Agenda 2030 in its key document
"Green Environmental Convention”, they so-called Green Deal. It will be appropriate to
implement the required reforms of institutions in Slovakia, which would be related to the
implementation of sustainable development goals. Changes and reforms will need to be long-
term in nature and contribute to the implementation of the 2030 Agenda.

In addition to approving the external implementation of the 2030 Agenda, the Government
of the Slovak Republic also started formulating proposals for the national implementation of
the SDGs. Time is running out and we only have ten years to implement. This requires the
designation of specific management of ministries to achieve goals.

We must also bear in mind the fact that the goals of sustainable development are complex
in nature and can’t be based on 'electoral cycles' in national conditions. Approved documents
and resolutions of the Government of the Slovak Republic in the direction of preparation and
concrete implementation of the 2030 Agenda. We assume that the forthcoming program
statements of the Government of the Slovak Republic will be in line with the strategic priorities
of the government in Slovakia. Nothing can be hear in the pre-election promises of political
parties about sustainable development and the need to implement the 2030 Agenda. Slovakia
cannot be excellent in meeting all 169 targets indicators, but it must define specific goals that
will reflect the priority areas.

It is necessary to incorporate all the goals of sustainable development into all development
policies of the Slovak Republic, as well as into the focus of the country's foreign policy.
Successful development at home is a prerequisite for the successful external implementation of
the 2030 Agenda while engaging in international development cooperation. Slovakia is one of
the developed countries of the EU and the OECD, but the amount of the contribution to official
development assistance is at very low levels. In this regard, we expect a significant change and
the allocation of more resources for international development cooperation, at least at the level
of 0.33% of gross national product. Similarly, in the case of national implementation, the
Government of the Slovak Republic must keep in mind the allocation of sufficient financial
resources in the budget of Slovakia for individual years of implementation of the 2030 Agenda.

In implementing the 2030 Agenda, the government must also keep in mind the
interconnectedness of the three dimensions of development - economic, social and
environmental development. We are talking about the inclusiveness of development and the
need to remember the social aspects of development and eliminate the vulnerability of some
groups of the population.

There is no doubt that Slovakia is an integral part of the international community and as a
member of major international organizations will actively participate in solving global
challenges and will put its hand to work in the implementation of the internationally sealed
Agenda 2030 and its goals of sustainable development.

Introduction

The beginning of the 21st century is characterized by a fundamental changes in the
international environment. Bipolar world has been replaced by unipolar. The hegemon, the
United states of America, took lead and dominated international relations under the idea of New
world order and World policeman. This hegemonic position was gradually abused from the
side of the USA. After short euphoria from the end of spiral arms race, USA and its will to
power and control returned the language of the cold war with new cover words and arms race
back with even greater intensity. This arrogance revived old rivality and triggered changes in
the distribution of power. Theory says that international and security interstate relations are
socially constructed what means that the outcome of foreign and security policy depends on its
perception and interpretation by the its actors. It is not rational, nor logical outcome. In
European context that leads to inertial security culture as the result of mutual influence of
foreigne policy and security discourses under the obvious leadership of the USA which treats
its partners as governor towards its vasslas pursuing its interests, whether there is Republican or
Democratic president in the White House.

As a norm we have accepted the violations of international law coverd by the challenges to
human rights protection, so called “double meter” view (what can | do, other one can not do at
all) and sticking as “fake news’everyting what differs from our point of view, we allowed
media manipulation and trolling, raising the military budgets and perception of otherness,
relativization of values and authority. Concepts as post-truth, post-factuality, populism,
unipolarity, shared interests, mass migration, “moderate opposition” Or “moderate terrorism”,
images of core and pheriphery, mainstream and alternative, cyber threats and hybrid wars, all
these are phenomena that affect nowadays international security environmnt and thus the
fromulation of national interests of states. The common denominator of these fundamental
shifts in policy is globalization whose negative consequences have begun to exceed.
Globalization is a synonymous for complex interdependence of different subsystems associated
with the acceleration of the crossborder interactions between world policy actors — both public
and private. The monopoly of the state for these transaction falls, resulting in a reviewing of its
position and tasks in the international system. The dominant and decisive processes in this
system became economic relations and economic processes and key role and impact took over
new transnational economic actors — in addition to international organizations — transnational
corporations which — with the help and sources of declining (in terms of authority) nation state
and concentration of the capital build up new colonial and slave system, which we can call as
neo neocolonialism and neofeudalism and neoimperialism and neonormalisation. In such
situation we can see the state as a vassal of private companies which are sucking up the state
and influence the creation of its legislation, rules and specific political decisions, and thus they
determine its national interest. This state of play leads to oligarchization of politics while
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maintaining the illusion of democracy which keeps the masses in relative peace and beliefs that
the interests of the corporations are the national interest of their state.

In this context, to cover its failure, regress, incapability and decline state seeks for
surrogate issues. The best strategy is to produce an enemy. History shows that such strategy
works perfectly and under any circumstances. Producing an enemy means to turn and
concetrate attention, emotions and actions from one who produces it (from the important issues
which concern everyone) towards artificially created cover. Enemy is everyone who does not
belong to us, it is everyone who does not belong to our group, who is allien, who is different.
Umberto Eco once wrote that human being alone needs an enemy. To have an enemy is based
on human nature and character. As Eco states that having an enemy is important not only for a
clear definition of our identity, but also for us to have an obstacle by which we can measure our
value system and prove our own value in overcoming it. It means that if we have no enemy, we
need to make him (Eco, 2013:10). Differentness, otherness and diversity is natural as well as
the phenomenon of identifying the enemy is, but the process of its production is what interests
us here.

Tools towards the enemy creation

The choice of political language is the key to enemy creation. The word is mightier than
the sword, history teaches us. The word is the most powerful weapon. The weapon itself is only
a tool of the word. History offers us countless pieces of evidence of that. The word only is the
key towards the mobilization of any public — domestic or world. At the same time it is a tool
for the necssary simplification of the deciosion-making porcesses (Brhlikova, 2017). With the
word, with the right language we are able to defeat a political opponent more effectively than in
a physical struggle. Opponent’s physical destruction can easily result in the creation of a
martyr, which can can lead to public sympathy for him. Martydom of today is a strategy which
was effectively used by many Islamist terrorist organizations by recruiting new suicide fighters.
But martyrism as a policy tool works in domestic or internationiol environment too. It is used
and works even in so called “western democracies” and is effective tool by organizing so
called “color revolutions?”. That is why the neoliberal western establishment prefers word,
prefers language and using or abusing of the media as a tool for elimination of the enemy by
making jokes and mockery on him or instilling fear of him, to prevent his heroization and
martyrization through his physical destruction.

Clear naming the enemy, listing all its negative qualities and comparing them to our
“good” ones, creating the “we — they” perception and underlining its otherness and
differences is the way how to win the audience support and to prepare the public for the
possible conflict. This process we can define as the process of demonization the enemy which
is a tradiotional technique and strategy used in all conflicts. The legitimacy of its using and
confirmation of its validity is always up to the winner of the conflict. Often it uses verbal twists
and images like “evil empire”, “axis of evil”, “empire of darkness”, “killer”, “butcher from
...~ which sound like from fiction book. It is based on the premise that each side has ,,a
positive and benevolent image of itself, but holds a negative and hateful image of the
enemy “(Krejci, 1997: 385). The same can be used in reverse when there is a will to create from
an enemy our friend describing it as ‘“moderate opposition”, “biggest democracy”, “our
friend” (he's a villain, but he's ours).

! There are discussions not only on academic level that European and North American states cannot be called
democracies anymore. Technically they work on principles of democratic procedures but the real power is in the
hands of small group of very rich people. It is oligarchy who decides.

2 For example murder of Jan Kuciak and Martina Kusnirova in Slovakia led to an attempted coup and caused
reconstruction of the government. It is still unclear who ordered the murder and what his motives were, although
the executors had already been convicted. And in general view starts to prevail an opinion that the directors of
such horrendous act come from outside, that they are external agents and their primer target was former Slovak
government, and the act of murder was used as a detonator for the riots.
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In the "we - they" perception we create a positive image of ourselves and a mirror image —
negative - of the opponent, in which we assert ourselves. We continue to resist the changes in
the opponent's behavior. We refuse to accept information that does not correspond to our
perception of the opponent's image. We refuse to see the truth or reality and prefer to adapt it to
our vision. Often we reinterpret the information and refuse to admit that the opponent may
share the same values and worldviews. We prefer to close our minds to any questioning of our
worldview.

Political science and theory of international relations in particular develops this method in
the framework of cognitive apporach, challenging the traditional basic concepts about the
rationality of actors in politics. Tradition says that states are rational and only players in
international relations. They act strictly rationally following their national interests. States
rationally calculate the outcomes and make strictly rational decisions cleansed of emotions,
prejudices and ideology. On the contrary, the cognitive approach is based on assumptionon that
a statesman or politician responding to stimuli from the external environment, acts according to
how s/he perceives this environment - based on his/her knowledge, experience and intellect.
The statesman or politician not only defends the values s/he professes, but also actively
responds and selects information, actively influences the environment and acts to solve
problems’.

The technique of demonizing the enemy was fully applied during the 20th century in
connection with the rivalry between the two blocs during the bipolar division of the world. At
first it was Nazi Germany and the communist Soviet Union, later on communist Soviet Union
together with communist China who became demonized, giving these countries maximum
negative attributes. Vice versa these states jointly criticized and questioned the United States,
likewise as the Shiites and Sunnis in the Muslim world are doing it today. During the Cold
War, the main projection of the image of the enemy by using linguistic means in front of both
domestic and foreign audiences took place between the USA and the Soviet Union and their
blocs (Brhlikova, 2017).

This image is being used again in the Euro-Atlantic area today, with the current Russian
Federation and the rapidly developing China becoming the subject of demonization.
Propaganda is a tool for such strategy again, just we call it dis-information or misinformation?
today, although the word “propaganda” is still used. It has proven to be the most effective tool
in this process, especially in the age of social media and networking which support the fast and
cheap delivery of any informtion. Its task is to disseminate opinions and information in such a
way as to change the views of the audience, influence, provoke or strengthen certain attitudes
or actions. Its accompanying phenomenon is a distortion of facts, what we call today fake news,
while it tends to create the appearance of a higher goal, it uses human passions, fear and hatred.
It works with human instincts and emotions. Its aim is to influence the public and to change the
mindset of individuals, groups, the whole public opinion.

Usually, various individuals in leadership positions referred to as populists or leaders,
church representatives, representatives of various interest organizations, political parties, civic
associations, non-governmental organizations, as well as power institutions personified by
government officials are associated with propaganda. Propaganda works with the use of
selected rational arguments, compiled into purposeful statements with an emphasis on
emotions, and thus through manipulation. It is an effective weapon, especially in war, where
manipulation creates a mirror image of the enemy, which stimulates the darkest human
emotions such as fear and hatred and create a strong motive for willingness to fight against the
(newly formed) internal or external enemy, to kill and murder, eliminate him/her. It's

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impossible to avoid it in today's world. We meet it at every turn, whether in a political power
struggle - in presidential campaigns or in an election campaign, or in various campaigns for or
against something - the fight against vaccination, the fight against nuclear power plants, the
fight for the rights of the LGBTI+ community, the fight against abortion, the fight for unborn
children and much more?.

In principle, we distinguish three basic forms of propaganda, namely celebratory, gray and
defamatory. The goal of celebratory propaganda is to create a favorable image of an individual,
organization, ideology or government. The purpose of gray propaganda is the deliberate
dissemination of inaccurate or false information in order to confuse the enemy and thereby
cause him moral or material damage. The highest level is defamatory propaganda, the purpose
of which is to create a more warlike enemy and attribute the worst qualities and intentions to
him, and thus evoke in the domestic audience as well as in the world public repulsive attitudes
and emotions of fear and hatred.

Krej¢i (2018) wrote that Europe is facing double propaganda these days. First one is purly
demagogic, embodied and represented by such politicians as former US president Donald
Trump or UK prime minister Boris Johnson, characterized by an overexposed vocabulary and
crude primitive requirements focused exclusively on "business" (Krejc¢i, 2018). The second
type is a sophisticated Russophobic, China-phobic or US-phobic campaign. Kraj¢i states that
politicians are trapped in both cases because if they believe in demagogy or a sophisticated
projection of Russian, Chinese, American or other dangers, they lose real image, real picture of
a legitimate national interest (Krej¢i, 2018). His statement can be verified by examining the
fundamental interest of European Union. Its main and real interest is to create a Eurasian
market. Why? Because the US market will have more and more domestic problems and will
become more and more Asia oriented (what is clear already today, becasue US market depend
on Asian market already today), which is natural, as there is a bigger market there, as in
Europe, it is in EU's interest to follow the same path and not to fall into the trap of arguing with
Russia, China on the one hand, and USA on the other. However, what we are seeing in today's
Europe is that it has fallen into the trap of Russophobia, double standard policy, blind criticism,
sanctions and irracioanality. The mirror image pointing to Russia and China as evil, and
propaganda formulated in this way have to cover up the fact that European democracies are not
democracies anymore. Their democracy is ill. Their democracy is not for everyone. Their
democracy satisfies the interests of individuals in the background, in shadow what reduces the
confidence in state, public authorities, politicians and even in the EU. The original sense of
democracy has been reduced to categories of observable behavior. Instead of that democracy
meant the self-government of the people, it began to mean a struggle between competing elites
over who would come to power through elections. Such a concentration of power in the hands
of a small dominant group of personalities with the ability to organize and make decisions leads
to oligarchization and bureaucratization of society. The pandemic Covid 19 even underlined
this path and decline. In addition, the pandemic has led to the fragmentation and reduction of
citizens' fundamental rights2. Numerous demonstrations of citizens across Europe can be taken
as an evidence. Ruling establishment, instead of searching for solutions, peace and cooperation,
blame Russia and China for their own failures and by using militant and assertive language,
they increase international tensions. This tension can lead to great conflict as it happened

! The first propaganda competition arose between media magnates Joseph Pulitzer and William Randolph
Hearst.

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several times in the past. But there is no objective reason for the great conflict, it's just an
ideology - which Serbian director Emir Kusturica calls totalitarian democracy or sub-ideology
(Kusturica, 2018) - and the needs to have an opponent or enemy for cultivation of a military-
industrial complex what drives us into confrontation (Krej¢i, 2018).

Fake news and hybrid warfare — old tools in new cloth

With the creation of the so-called global village through the shrinking the world through
the internet, we registered the changes in ways the propaganda is spread. They are no longer
leaflets dropped from airships - zeppelins and planes over enemy territory, but through the
Internet. With the help of internet, propaganda is able to reach people all over the world. The
so-called fake news and hoaxes which are considered as one of the tools of so-called hybrid
warfare, are spreading at lightning speed through internet and are able to reach wide audience
at the same time regardless of time shifts and time zones. Fake news and hoaxes can be
characterized as informational mystifications or deliberate dissemination of disinformation on
social networks and in traditional media. Their aim is to mislead and spread propaganda for
political or economic gain. The authors of such news use catchy headlines, fabricated facts,
fictional stories. Their goal, or the goal of the clients of such news, is, of course, any profit. The
more readers, the more media quotes and the more profits. The more readers, the more quotes
for the media and the more profits.

The media of the 21st century makes a profit based on how often people visit a particular
link on the web, whether or not they read it. Each click brings a profit, which is associated with
the phenomenon of “clickbait”, what means reading based on fake bait. The word clickbait
itself has a negative connotation, as it is an endeavor of contempt, disparagement, slight, a
negative attitude towards someone or something. It is a humiliating, degrading term, referring
to such Internet sites, which aim is to raise money for advertising at any cost, even at the cost
of fake news, low quality content, attractive images, sensational headlines that distort the
content of the article (Bacisin, 2018). So the goal is not truth and high-quality content , but the
effort to attract the maximum number of users for profit. The fact that it is possible to rent
space on the Internet anonymously or to write under a pseudonym only makes it difficult to
protect the audience from disinformation, hoax, slander, gossip, scamming and victimization.
The profit and its maximalisation is the highest priority, truth is not necessary anymore.

The phenomenon of fake news is associated with a phenomenon which is called posttruth
politics®. The editors of the Oxford Dictionaries declared it the international word of 2016 and
defined it as ,, relating to circumstances or indicating circumstances in which objective facts
have less influence on shaping public opinion than appeal to emotions and personal
assumptions *“ (Balasz, 2016). This phenomenon works with emotions that have no connection
to reality. It works with emotionally strong statements and words like "negative” or "positive",
"good" or "bad", "maybe", "very likely", "relative”, "coup”, "take- over" and completely
ignores contradictory facts, even mutually exclusive claims?. Its main feature is that
participants in a communication campaign continue to repeat false information even when it is
clear that the information does not correspond to the facts in the real world, or does not
coincide at all with the facts provided by independent experts (Bacisin, 2018). The "objective
truth™ tested over the years, confirmed by generations before the beginning of the 21st century,
is questioned and relativized. False and true information compete with each other.

Propaganda and fake news, as well as post-truth politics are tools of the so-called hybrid
warfare, which has been discussed since about 2005 and is actually the application of various
forms of conflict, waged by both the state and various non-state actors (Hoffman, 2009: 36). It
encompasses a range of methods of combat, including conventional means and abilities,

irregular tactics and irregular formations, as well as criminal and terrorist acts, which include
unrestricted violence, coercion, social unrest and disruption (Hoffman 2007: 8). It was Mattis
and Hoffman in 2005 who emphasised the combination of conventional and unconventional
strategies, methods, and tactics in contemporary warfare as well as the psychological or
information-related aspects of modern conflicts and started to called it hybrid warfare (Mattis,
Hoffman, 2005). Glenn added by claiming that it is an enemy who simultaneously and
adaptably uses various combinations of political, economic, social and information means, as
well as conventional, irregular, catastrophic, terrorist and subversive criminal methods of
fighting (Glenn, 2009: 2).

In 2009, a similar definition was adopted at the Hybrid War Conference at Washington
D.C officially. This definition states that a hybrid threat is any adversary that simultaneously
and adaptively applies a tailored mix of conventional, irregular, terrorist and criminal means
and activities in the area of operation. Rather than an individual actor, it is an adversary or a
threat consisting of a combination of state and non-state actors (US JFC HWC, 2009). Van
Kappen adds and emphasizes that ,,states that wage hybrid wars enter into agreements with
non-state actors, fighters (mercenaries), private organizations and local groups, but strongly
deny any communication with them. These actors can perform (implement) things (steps) that
the state cannot afford to take. All dirty work can then be thrown on the shoulders of non-
governmental organizations* (In UAP, 2015). On NATO web page, exept stating that hybrid
methods of warfare such as propaganda, deception, sabotage and other non-military tactics
have long been used to destabilise adversaries, says that new in hybrid warfare is the speed,
scale and intensity facilitated by rapid technological change and global interconnectivity.
NATO sees the hybrid threats (not warfare) as combination of military and non-military as well
as covert and overt means, including disinformation, cyber attacks, economic pressure,
deployment of irregular armed groups and use of regular forces. According to NATO, hybrid
methods are used to blur the lines between war and peace and attemtp to sow doubt in the
minds of target populations and the goal is to destabilise and undermine societies (NATO,
2021).

Some authors define hybrid warfare as a “grey area’ warfare which often exists just
beneath the treshold of armed conflict. According to them it is designed to erode public
confidence in civil society and democratic foundations, primarily through cyber attacks on
critical infrastructure including energy or targeted disinformation methods, often over a
sustained period of time and in conjunction with one another. In this regard, it poses a potential
threat to sovereignty, as it gives nations, terrorist organisations and criminal actors relative
anonymity via a low-cost, high-yield method to influence the politics and policies of other
states. To put it simply, hybrid warfare entails an interplay or fusion of conventional as well as
unconventional instruments of power and tools of subversion. These instruments or tools are
blended in a synchronised manner to exploit the vulnerabilities of an antagonist and achieve
synergistic effects. (Bilal, 2021; Dupuy, A. C., Nussbaum, D, Butrimas, V., Granitsas, A.,
2021)

Friedman (2018) asserts that the Russian view of hybrid warfare differs from the american
concept. While the American concept focuses mainly on armed conflict and terrorist groups,
according to Russian experts, the main purpose of hybrid warfare is to transfer conflict from
traditional military battlefields to alternative environments to harm or destroy the enemy by a
combination of ideological, informational, economic or political methods leading to
destabilization of society, civil conflict and social disintegration (Friedman, 2018, ps. 3-4).
Gerasimov states that hybrid warfare is a war of a new generation in which traditional military
methods and practices are replaced by awide gange of political, economic, information,
international, humanitarian and other instruments. According to him, in the 21st century, a
tendency is beginning to prevail when the boundaries between war and peace are blurred. Wars
are not declared anymore, and if they start, they do not follow the usual pattern. Experiences
from conflicts associated with the so-called colorful revolutions in North Africa, the Middle
East (and at the present moment Kazakhstan in the Central Asia) point out that a prosperous
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state could, in a few months, even days, become an arena of military struggle, a victim of
foreign intervention, and a state of humanitarian catastrophe, chaos, and civil war (Gerasimov,
2013). In terms of casualties and damage, such a war can be as devastating as an armed
conflict (Bacisin, 2015).

The difference between a state of war and a state of peace is thus blurred in the 21st
century. There is a growing role for non-military means of achieving political and strategic
goals that can be more effective than weapons. The emphasis is on political, economic and
information measures using the pressure of a dissatisfied civilian population. Under the guise of
peacekeeping operations to reconcile enemy parties, military forces are being used for other,
covert purposes. Military operations are more dynamic, more active, tactical and operational
breaks, that could be used by the enemy, are disappearing. Information technology has made it
possible to reduce the space and time gap between soldiers and command. Influencing the
enemy at a distance is the main way how to achieve the goal of the operation. Facilities of the
enemy are destroyed throughout the depth of its territory, the distinction between strategic and
tactical levels is blurring as well as between the offensive and defensive operations. There are
used precision weapons and robotic systems, special forces soldiers, private armies and internal
opposition forces to form a permanent front throughout the enemy state!. (Gerasimov, 2013).

The hybrid warfare strategy is a powerful and comprehensive way how to lead a conflict
(Kouri, 2010). It is a combination of mobile warfare with diversionary actions, where the
attacker tries to avoid clear identification and thus subsequent retaliation (Pindjak, 2014). Here,
the combat operations usually have a flexible and complex course and require a highly
adaptable and flexible response (Montalbano, 2010). Large military formations are giving in to
the deployment of small units, which can, thanks to sophisticated information systems, lead
combat without significant operational breaks using robotic weapons, drones and drones, and
parallel psychological, information and economic warfare. Often, armed forces with a
peacekeeping mandate to calm the situation in a conflict area are camouflage for the occupying
forces (Bacisin, 2015).

Beskid (2014) states that the hybrid war is not a war of front-line struggle, but a war of
information, through which a proper image of reality is created, which the enemy conveys to
consumers of content. Such a strategy can compensate for the superiority of the enemy in
armed actions. This strategy uses information activities whose forms and methods change
flexibly and adapt to how the dissemination of information is improved and accelerated. Its
main tools are sabotage, information propaganda, deterioration of state sovereignty, guerrilla
warfare, divers and bribed local criminal elements (Beskid, 2014, p. 30). So, an important part
of hybrid warfare is the use of information influence, the forms of which are constantly
improving. Targeted deployment of computer viruses, hacking into information systems,
disinformation campaigns, discrediting and denigration - that is, demonization - the adversary,
corruption, various hidden forms of influence, these are just some of the techniques of the
current hybrid war.

There are many other authors and more definitions. They are more or less different but all
agree that hybrid warfare is a combined use of conventional and unconventional methods of
combat using by criminal elements to achive given goal (Ivanc¢ik, 2016, p. 133). In a joint
study, Vragar and Curi¢ stress that by the term hybrid war West refers to anything related to its
fear of a strong and unpredictable Russia (Vradar, Curig, 2018, p. 19). We can see that hybrid
warfare remains a discussed and controversial concept and there is not one universally agreed
definition of it. It lacks conceptual clarity and we can say that since year 2014 it became merely
a catch-phrase or fashion word or buzzword that covers everything beyond the control of
presentdays political and military establishment. Or it is everything that is firmly controlled by

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a particular state actor of international relations, but this actor cannot act so officially, because
it would be labeled as a war crime and a violation of international law, as Julian Assange and
its Wikileaks revealed.

Conclusion

The nature of international relations and security remains the same. States are constantly
engaging in zero-sum military and economic competitions, armed conflicts still seem necessary
as they continue to pursue politics by other means, security dilemmas and balancing are
constantly taking place. Demonization of the enemy or mirror image of the enemy as well as
propaganda, usage of disinformation and hoaxes, even the hybrid warfare itself are always part
of such relations. It can even be concluded that all the instruments mentioned are the content
and elements of a hybrid war. That the concept of hybrid warfare covers all these tools. They
are not new, many practitioners contend that they are as old as war itself. There is a lot of
historical evidence of it, that these tools were used since the humankind invented the state. Eco
(2013) described it very accurate in its essay. People have often resorted to various alternative
ways of attacking the enemy. Examples are the wooden horse used in the Trojan War, which
Homer described, or the digestion of wells recorded in ancient times in the Sumerians and
Assyrians, as well as in the Middle Ages. Partisan wars and partisan actions for example during
Napolean wars contributed to his defeat or using of propaganda led to the outbreak of the
Spanish-American War in 1898.

At the present, we are in the middle of a hybrid war, godfather of which is Russia
according to some analysts. Others say that it is the West and its civilization who conduct it. Its
target is once Ukraine or Syria or Yemen of Kazakhstan today, sometimes the European Union
or public of individual states. Demonizing the enemy is in full swing. It has become the daily
food of opinion-forming, mainstreaming liberal-right-wing media, backed by those who feel
most threatened - the rich men of this world. Those people who have the means to keep the
masses under control by their manipulation. They use all and any means for this, even war.
Through the argument of the relevance of sources and the evaluation of reports, it began to be
approached suspiciously to anyone whose opinion deviates from the liberal mainstream, even
in one key domestic or foreign policy issue. Any deviation is punished by mockery and pranier
and demonization. Social paranoia, born of a sense of threat and consequently awakened
vigilance, reaches unseen peaks. And Covid 19 pandemia accelerates it.

1. Articole stiintifice primite de redactia Revistei Moldovenesti de Drept International si Relaii
Internationale trec prin Institutia de recenzare.

,,Revista Moldoveneasca de Drept International si Relatii Internationale” a adoptat un sistem de
patru niveluri de recenzare a articolelor si materialelor prezentate spre publicare:

Primul nivel — recenzarea de catre Redactorul-sef (main editor peer review);

Al doilea nivel - recenzie de ,,nivel deschis” (open peer review - autorul si recenzentul se
CUNOSC reciproc) — recenzia este transmisa la redactie de catre autor;

Al treilea nivel - recenzie de nivel ,,orb-unilateral” (single-blind — recenzentul stie despre autor,
autorul - nu);

Al patrulea nivel - recenzie de nivel ,,orb-dublu” (double-blind - atét recenzentul, cat si autorul,
nu stiu unul despre altul).

2. Fiecare articol stiintific necesita sa aiba recenzii:

- deschise: primul nivel — recenzia (decizia) redactorului-sef; al doilea nivel - recenzia unui
recenzent oficial, specialist in domeniu (doctor sau doctor habilitat);

to papers for publication in the
sMoldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations”

»Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations” being a scientifico-
theoretical journal admits for publication articles in Moldovan (Romanian), Russian, English,
Spanish, French, German (optional author) languages, containing the results of original research,
designed in accordance with the ,,Requirements for the articles”.

An Editorial Board of the ,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International
Relations”, accept manuscript for publication corresponding to the edition profiles, no more than 20
pages, including figures and tables. The manuscript should contain only original material, performed
at a high academic level, reflecting the author's research results, completed no more than one year
before publication, and containing a clear element of creation of a new knowledge. The materials
which earlier were not published and have been not intended to the simultaneous publication in other
editions for printing are accepted. Articles are exposed to obligatory reviewing, in accordance with
the Appendix 3. For post-graduate students (competitors) the review of the supervisor of studies is
obligatory. We print only articles which have received only positive reviews.

The rules mentioned above apply to all the material sent to the journal for publication. The
Editorial Board has the right not to accept materials to the publication in a case of: a) non-compliance
of the paper with the requirements for its publication; b) plagiarism; c) inappropriate content of the
presented paper to the journal profiles.

In cases when the requirements are not respected the editorial board has the right not to
examine the manuscript. The editors reserve the right to reduce the volume of the article (if it is
necessary), exposing it to editorial revision, make editorial (which do not change the general sense)
changes in the author's original. Editors can publish materials without sharing author’s opinion (in
order of discussion). Authors are responsible for the selection and accuracy of the facts, quotes, and
other information. Journal will only publish one article per author in each volume of the issue.

The number of authors should not be more than two people. Author (s) sent to the editor two
copies of the article (signed by the author both in print and electronic form and send the article in
electronic form by e-mail at: alexandruburian@yahoo.com , alexandruburian@mail.ru

The paper shouldn't exceed 1,5 printer's sheet of the typewritten text of format A4 (60
thousand characters, or 16-20 pages of text), including tables, list of references and drawings
(schemes). At drafting of bibliographic references in English it is necessary to specify official
English-speaking names of journals.

In order to place an article in the journal you should present following documents: an
application, information about the author (s), an article, one author (s) photograph in JPG form,
annotation provided (abstract) in three languages (Romanian, Russian and English) in a volume of
100 words, Keywords (5 - 7 words). Abstract should not contain references to the quoted literature,
tables and figures.

Information about the author (s) contains: author's name, affiliation, post a scientific degree,
an academic status, mailing address, e-mail address and telephone number Author's name should be
listed under the article's title on the right.
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Technical requirements to registration of the manuscript for the publication:

Title of the article should not exceed three lines. The title should be given only in capital letters
(Times New Roman 16) and centred. Literary sources used in the paper should be submitted in one
list at the end (bibliography). Bibliographical list is presented after the text item in accordance with
the Appendix 2. Footnotes to the literature mentioned in the text are mandatory and must be prepared
in the bottom of the page in accordance with the Appendix 1. References to the foreign sources are
given in a foreign language and are followed in the case of translation into Romanian and Russian
indication of the translation. The numbering of the sources is given in the order mentioned in the text.
References to unpublished works are not permitted. The bibliography is given in alphabetic order
according to the first letter of authors surnames. Acronyms and abbreviations should be deciphered in
a place of the first mention in the text. In text presented in Romanian, English, French, German or
Spanish language, German inverted commas (,,pads”) should be used; in text presented in Russian
language the French inverted commas («fur-trees») are used.

Page Setup:
The document must be saved in MS Word, A 4 page format, page margins: top and bottom - 2 cm,
right - 1.5 cm, left - 3 cm Font - Times New Roman; font size - 12, line spacing - 1,5. Alignment on
width, a space at the left - 1,5. Numbering of pages is through, in the bottom of the page, on the
centre.

Text drafting:
Using of manual transfer (manual hyphenation) is unacceptable. Figures and tables should have a
caption and subject headings and should be presented in the text after the paragraph containing a link
to them.

Author's copies:
Each author obtains only one issue of the journal, regardless of the number of authors.

PROVISION
about the reviewing of scientific articles in
sMoldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations”

1. Scientific papers received to the Editorial office of ,,Moldavian Journal of International Law
and International Relations”, pass through peer review process.

,,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations” comprises a four-level
system of peer review articles:

1% level — reviewing by the editor (main editor peer review);

2" level — an open peer review (the author and the reviewer know each other) — a review is
submitted to the editor by the author;

3" level - one-sided i.c. ,,blind” peer review (single-blind - the reviewer knows the author, but the
author - doesn’t know the reviewer);

4" level — double-blind peer review (neither reviewer nor author know about each other).

2. Each scientific article must be accompanied by a review:

—  Open: 1% level — a review (conclusion) of the editor; 2" level — a review of official reviewer,
specialist of appropriate scientific profile (doctorate or PhD);

—  Closed (blind): 3 level — a review done by a scientific editor or a member of the editorial
board; 4" level - a review done by the decision of the editorial board and only external.

3. All scientific articles, received by the Editorial Board of our journal are subject to mandatory
review by bilateral double-blind (,,double-blind” - the reviewer does not know who the author of the
article is, the author does not know who the reviewer is). This review is carried out by external
experts from the expert database of experts (reviewers), at the request of the Editorial Board.

4.  An editorial board, making the evaluation of reviews, draws attention to the relevance of the
scientific problem to be solved by the author. The Review should clearly describe the theoretical or
applied significance of the study; correlate the author's conclusions to existing scientific concepts. An
essential element of the review should be the assessment a personal contribution to the solution of the
issue by the reviewer. Correspondence to the style, logics and the availability of the narration to the
scientific nature of the material and obtaining of the conclusions about the reliability and validity of
the findings — are key aspects that must be noted in the review.

5. The issue about the received articles is considered after the obtaining of reviews, and then the
final decision, based on the evaluation of reviews about the publication or refusal to publish articles, is
made. On the basis of the decision the author (s) is sent a letter by e-mail or mail, which provides a
general assessment of the article and the decision. In the case of failure in the publication, the
reviewers remain anonymous.

6. The Editorial Board has the right to direct the article for additional external anonymous peer
review. Editor in Chief directs the reviewer a letter asking for peer review. The letter includes an
article and a recommended form of review.

7. The presence of positive reviews is not sufficient grounds for the publication of the article.
The final decision on advisability of publication is taken by the editorial board.

8. In cases when the article is composed by a significant proportion of criticisms that have been
made by the reviewer, as well as the overall positive recommendation, the Editorial Board can
attribute the material to the category of polemical material and print it in the manner of scientific
debate.

9. The Review originals are stored in ,,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International
Relations™.

on the ethical and legal basis of the editorial policy
of the ,,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations”

The Editorial Board of the scientific-theoretical and information-practical periodical publication
,,Moldavian Journal of International Law and International Relations* commits to the internationally
accepted principles of publication ethics expressed in the recommendations of the Committee on
Publication Ethics (COPE) ( http:/publicationethics.org/about/quide ), Elsevier Publishing Ethics
Resource Kit (https://www.elsevier.com/editors/publishing-ethics ) and the Code of ethics and
professional deontology of the researchers and academic staff in the Republic of Moldova, approved
by the National Certification Board and  Acreditatare at 23.05. 2012
(http://edu.asm.md/tc_userfiles/cod-etica.pdf ).

Key terms

Publication ethics is a system of professional conduct standards in relations between authors,
reviewers, editors, publishers and readers when creating, disseminating and using scientific
publications.

The Editor is a representative of the research journal or the publisher responsible for selecting and
preparing materials for publication and encouraging communication between authors and readers of
scientific papers.

The Author is a person or a group of persons (group of authors) who produce a manuscript that
contains the results of their scientific research.

The Reviewer is an expert acting on behalf of the research journal or the publisher and providing
scientific evaluation of authors’ works in order to consider their publishing.

The Publisher is a legal entity or a natural person responsible for publication.

The Reader is any person who has familiarized themselves with the published materials.

Plagiarism is a wrongful appropriation of another author’s scientific or artistic work, ideas,
discoveries or inventions. Plagiarism may be a violation of copyright law and patent law and, as such,
can entail legal liability.

The Code of Conduct for Editors-in-Chief and Publishers

Editors have the following general responsibilities:

1.1. Editor is bound to consider all materials of the manuscript submitted by Author. The final
responsibility for accepting or rejecting the manuscript (based on its relevance, integrity, and fitting
into the journal profile) without any personal and ideological favoritism or malice rests with Editor;

1.2. Editor should treat Author respectfully, regardless of their race, ethnicity, gender, sexual
orientation, religious beliefs, origin, citizenship, social status or political preferences of the author and
other subjective qualities;

1.3. Editor is obligated to observe the intellectual property rights of Authors by keeping in
confidentiality all data provided in the manuscript without using them for personal purposes or
transferring to the third parties;

1.4. Editor should exclude from publishing all plagiarized or falsified materials, as well as take
serious steps in case of redundancy and false attribution of authorship;

1.5. Editor ensures confidentiality and anonymity of the review process;

1.6. Editor should invite only highly professional specialists as Reviewers.

The Code of Conduct for Reviewers
Reviewing of the submitted manuscript should be based on the following major principles:
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2.1. Reviewer maintains confidentiality concerning the scientific inquiry of the manuscript, which
is intended to improve its quality and helps the editorial board to finalize their decision on publishing
the results of research;

2.2. Author/Co-author of the manuscript cannot act as Reviewer;

2.3. If Reviewer recognizes that either the manuscript is not related to their scholarly background
or the time allocated for review is not enough, it immediately sets the ground for refusal;

2.4. When reviewing the material submitted for publication, Reviewers are obligated to be
objective in their evaluation of the manuscript. All suggestions and judgements should be based on
the relevance, integrity, and originality of the results of research performed by Author. Any critical
statements of a subjective nature arising from personal attitudes to Author or other reasons are not
acceptable;

2.5. Reviewers should disclose all conflicts of interest that may arise;

2.6. Reviewer is not allowed to keep any copies of the manuscript or transfer the materials under
review to any other side. The manuscript cannot be used for personal research purposes prior to its
publication unless special permission is obtained from Author;

2.7. Reviewer ensures that the manuscript is coherently written and contains all references to the
cited or used works;

2.8. Reviewer should support their conclusions about the manuscript, thus ensuring that Author
and Editor understand the basis of all comments and judgements;

2.9. Reviewer should point out if the manuscript bears considerable similarities to the works
published earlier, i.e., report on plagiarism.

The Code of Conduct for Authors

Author is a person who has made a worthy contribution to the process of research or
interpretation of its results. Author submitting their manuscript for the purpose of publishing and
distribution in the scientific community should strive to comply with the following rules:

3.1. Authors should rely upon exceptionally accurate and actual data, as well as their unbiased
interpretation without permitting any false or fraudulent claims about the obtained results;

3.2. Authors are not allowed to submit the same manuscript to any other journal for publication, in
whole or in part, when it is being considered by Journal. In addition, they should not participate in
multiple and redundant publications, which is regarded as self-plagiarism;

3.3. All research funders, as well as other sources of support, should be clearly identified and listed
in the manuscript, including indication of the role of each contributing party;

3.4. Data obtained in the private talk or correspondence can be used only subject to prior written
approval from the person, who provided them;

3.5. Graphic or textual data from the works published by other authors should be indicated with
reference to the source, from which they were taken. Besides, all works published elsewhere and
covering similar issues, which influenced the research, should be given in the list of references;

3.6. If Authors discover significant errors and incorrect conclusions in their manuscripts, either
accepted for publishing or already published by Journal they should immediately inform Editor about
it in order to take appropriate steps, such as correction, disclamation, or retraction;

3.7. As Editor makes the final decision to publish the manuscript, Authors agree with the transfer
of the right to publish and distribute their published work (in print and electronic versions), as well as
with that the bibliographic data will be included in the science citation databases SCOPUS, Web of
Science and the full text will be freely available in the Scientific Electronic Library (elibrary.ru).
